Each notification provides important information pertaining to the submitted batch.

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Batch Control Summary 
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Number Item Description 

1 Batch 
Information 

 Batch Date: Displays the date of the batch.  
 Batch Number: Displays a system generated number assigned of the batch when it was saved.  
 Batch Status: Displays the status of the batch (Pending, Submitted or Rejected) 

2 Document Type  Sales:  Displays the number of sales documents in the batch as well as the total sales value. 
 Customer Returns:  Displays the number of returns documents in the batch as well as the total 

returns value. 

3 Total Value Total value of the submitted batch (total value of sales minus the total value of returns).

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No. Report Field / Column Title Description 
1 Vendor Vendor Name, Vendor ID, Vendor Site, File Name (auto generated by LDB), and Report Date. 
2 Invoice Number LDB system assigned number. 
3 Order Type Sales or Returns reported by the store in DSWR. 
4 Order Number Invoice Reference Number reported by the store in DSWR. 
5 Store Store number. 
6 Transaction Date Actual date of sale or return reported by the store in DSWR. 
7 Batch Date Date of batch submitted to LDB, this is the same Batch date on Batch Control Summary report. 
8 SKU Product number. 
9 Product Product description. 
10 Size Product size. 
11 Supplier ID LDB legacy vendor number. 
12 Quantity Quantity of sale or return submitted to LDB, by Invoice, by SKU. 
13 Cost Total cost of product determined by multiplying unit cost and quantity. 
14 GST GST for total cost of product. 
15 Container Deposit Amount predetermined based on container type. 
16 Customer Type Customer Type reported by the store in DSWR. 

17 Commission Payment Eligible 
“Yes” or “No” eligibility.  The value of this indicator is determined based on your Agreement with 
the LDB which specifies the customer types you are authorized to sell to.

Commission Payment Invoice 
Number 

Invoice number for the commission calculated for the transaction. 

19 Price 
Price reported by the store.  This is the LDB established Retail Price or Wholesale Price per unit 
multiplied by the Quantity sold. 

20 Commission (%) If eligible, this is the commission percentage for calculating Commission Payment. 
21 Commission Payment If eligible, this is the amount equal to the Price amount multiplied by the Commission (%). 
22 GST on Commission Payment Calculated GST amount on Commission Payment. 
23 Total Amount owed by the LDB.

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Number Item Description 

1 PAD Date Date of withdrawal from your Pre-Authorized Debit account   

2 Description of 
Charge 

Provides a summary of the charges calculated to determine the net remittance amount that will be 
debited from your PAD account. 

1. Sales and Returns of packaged products: Value of products reported in the batch. The net 
amount of the sales and returns as shown in the Batch Control Summary. 
 

2. Cost of Sales and Returns: The amount in the LDB Cost Details for Direct Sales Report. 
o the sum of Cost, plus GST, plus applicable Container Deposit. 
 

3. Commission Payment: The amount in the LDB Cost Details for Direct Sales Report. 
o the sum of Commission Payment plus GST on Commission Payment.

Number Item Description 

1 Statement Date Month-end Statements: Last day of the month in which the statement was run.   

2 Account Activities Unpaid Batches, Invoices or Credit Memos.  
 
NOTE: A settlement may sometimes show as outstanding in this section. This occurs when the batch 
date of the settlement lies within the statement period but the payment receipt is processed after the 
statement date. 

3 Aging Summary Total outstanding amount categorized by the days outstanding.                    

4 Payment 
Activities 

Payment received by the LBD. They are arranged by the receipt creation date.  This section also shows 
the transaction each receipt is applied against.  

5 Amount Due Total outstanding amount due to the LDB. 

6 Transaction 
Number 

Number identifier for invoice, credit memo, settlement or receipt. The format of transaction number will 
be difference depending on transaction type.   

7 Transaction Date Date of batch if when transaction type is Settlement.   

For other transaction type, the transaction date will be the posting date.   

8 Transaction Type Type of transition (ex. Settlement, receipt, invoice, credit memo). 

9 Due Date Settlement: Date payment will be taken from your designated bank account 
Receipt: Date when the receipt was created in LDB system 
Invoice: Due date of the invoice 
Credit memo:  Date credit memo created in LDB system 

10 Reference(s) Settlement: Displays batch date and the store number of the Distillery  
Receipt:  Blank 
Invoice:  A brief description of the charges 
Credit Memo:   A brief description of the credit  

11 Original Amount  Original amount of the settlement, invoice or credit memo before any payment applied.
